Dress Template

The template is more of a guideline, to help you with creating the layered dress look.

For the layered pieces, I suggest cutting out the rectangles, then doing the folds (using the dress as a guideline). After you are satisfied with how the skirt layers fit, fold the rectangles, then cut along the main part following the curve. By folding it and then cutting it, you will not have to worry about trimming all of the bottom curves. 

To put the dress together, start from the bottom up. Fit the layers around the dress like a paper doll and adhere along the back. Tie a bow just above the top layer to make a smooth transition between the skirts and the base dress.

Vellum works very nicely for the skirt layers, since it is lightweight.
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
